Dear Friends

Recently Bill and | returned from a five day coach trip to Sidmouth in Devon.
The weather was glorious.

The first day was free to explore Sidmouth, and we decided to go to the
Donkey Sanctuary. There were hundreds of donkey being cared for, all at
different stages of being brought back to health from dreadful injuries, abuse
and maltreatment — from different countries but mainly in Africa. Ethiopia
has the world’s largest donkey population. When fit and well the donkeys
will be returned to their country, but this time under supervision and regular
veterinary care in a clinic. They are extremely useful to the people who
depend on them to make a living. On the back of every donkey you will see a
black furry cross, reminding us that it was a humble donkey that carried
Mary to Bethlehem, and Jesus into Jerusalem on Palm Sunday.

Another day we went on a 2% hour barge trip on the Tiverton Canal. The
barge was pulled by a large Clydesdale horse. After some time, the barge was
turned round, and on the way back to the canal basin we were asked to be
absolutely quiet and just look and listen. When everyone settled down, all
you could hear was the plod of the horse’s hooves, birds singing, the ripple
of the water against the barge, the breeze in the rushes and the wind in the
trees. We saw moorhens with their little black chicks darting around; two
swans majestically gliding along with six cygnets, proudly showing them off.

For those few moments, | found myself silently praying in awe of God’s
wonderful creation — heaven on earth.

Jesus often went away on his own, to be quiet and pray. Maybe we could
find a place to be quiet for just a few minutes to take in the beauty of God’s
creation.

Bill and | came home much rested, and we remarked on how privileged we
were to see and learn so much more of God’s creation in just a couple of
days.

Sister Wendy on Prayer

Background. Sister Wendy Beckett died on Boxing Day, Dec. 26"
2018, aged 88. One month before her 17" birthday Wendy Beckett
had left South Africa, the place of her birth, to start her novitiate at
the Notre Dame educational centre, (it’s a Catholic teaching order),
in UK. While there she was allowed to study English at Oxford where
she achieved a starred 1** and where Tolkien praised her ability. She
returned to S. Africa to teach in Notre Dame schools. She was not
cut out to be a teacher; she was naturally a contemplative, so it was
not surprising that after 17 years of teaching she was diagnosed as
suffering from stress. It was agreed by her order in 1970, after
frequent requests by her, that she should go as a contemplative
solitary, a hermit, to the Carmelite nunnery in Quidenham, Norfolk,
where she remained till the end of her life. Sister Wendy became
known as the ‘art nun’ in the 1990s with her 18 TV art series where
she gave her insights into the pictures of various artists in different
galleries here and abroad. She also wrote numerous books on art
and prayer.

Our plan over the next few months, is to extract a selection of
passages from the short chapters of ‘Sister Wendy on Prayer’, as
they give wonderful food for thought. If they stimulate you to read it
in its entirety even better!

Her unusual start on her spiritual journey. Before starting those
passages here is a quote about how at the age of 3 or 4 Sister
Wendy had what she described as the defining moment of her life.

“It was Sunday morning, we always had sausages for breakfast on a
Sunday and a glorious aroma of hot sausage filled the house. We
were living in a little village outside Edinburgh. (Her father had come
to study medicine.) The local regiment had their barracks there and
they used to march past our house on church parade on Sunday
mornings.

For some reason | was sitting under the table. | could smell the
sausages, | could hear the band, | could feel the carpet. And |
became conscious of God. It was an overwhelming experience of
greatness and of goodness and of protection. | remember feeling
with wonder that the world — so bewildering to a little child — made
sense, that it was God’s world and | was a blessed child within it. If
you ask how | knew | cannot tell you. | saw nothing and | heard
nothing. But from then on God was always with me, the centre of all
| did, giving it significance.”
